1) We will not sell otherwise transfer or re-export any Endevco Corporation product or direct product thereof contrary to U.S. law. 

2) We will not use Endevco Corporation product or the direct product thereof in any of the following activities nor will we perform research using Endevco Corporation product for any of the following activities: 

Nuclear Explosive Activities

- Developing, designing, manufacturing, constructing, testing or maintaining any nuclear explosive device, or components or subsystems of such a device. 

Unsafeguarded Nuclear Activities
- Developing, designing, manufacturing, constructing operating or maintaining any nuclear reactor, critical facility for the fabrication of nuclear fuel, facility for the conversion of nuclear material from one chemical form to another, or separate storage installation, where there is no obligation to accept International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) safeguards at the relevant facility or installation when it contains any source or special fissionable material (regardless of whether or not it contains such material at the time of export) or where any such obligation is not met.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR EPCI LETTER

INTRODUCTION

Under the Enhanced Proliferation Control Initiative (EPCI), a U.S. export license can be required if an exporter "knows or has reason to know" that an export or re-export will involve nuclear, missile, or chemical/biological weaponry end uses or end users. This export control also prohibits performance of contracting, service, and support that assists in proliferation activities. "Knowledge" of EPCI concerns goes beyond positive knowledge and includes awareness that an item might be used for proliferation activities. Knowledge can be inferred from evidence that a person avoided or disregarded information indicating an EPCI concern.

Partners who learn that ENDEVCO products will/may be used for proliferation activities shall not ignore or prevent the flow of such information. Disregard of this information can worsen potential enforcement proceedings and penalties. If the order raises questions or uncertainties as to whether an EPCI concern exists, ENDEVCO will require clarification and/or additional end use/end user information. The order will remain on hold until ENDEVCO Export Compliance Department receives information to conclude that the transaction poses no EPCI risks. 
The EPSI Letter requires a responsible official from the end user company to provide written assurances on company letterhead that ENDEVCO product will not be put to any nuclear, missile, or chemical/biological weaponry uses. The order shall remain on hold pending receipt of a signed, completed EPCI Letter.
